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Rules and Information \
1. Pets are to be kept on a 6 ft. leash at all times. (Idaho Code 475)
2. Petowners are responsible for cleaning up after their pet. (1.C.475)
3. Please note: there is NO SEWER in the Adams and Blue Dun Loops of the campground. Caddis has only eight sewer sites. The
dump station is west of the entrance station.
No Fireworks. (I.C. 550)
Camping in designated sites only. (1.C.200.01)
Check in/ Checkout=Cabins 3pm/12pm, Campsites 2pm/1pm. (1.C.010.04.a&b)
Quiet hours are 10:00 pm.-7:00 am. (1.C.175.03)
All wheels of vehicles, trailers, etc. must fit on spur, not the grass or living pad. (1.C.200.08)
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No more than 8 people may occupy one site. Each site is allowed one camping unit and two vehicles. All additional vehicles

MUST be parked in the overflow parking lot. There is @ maximum of two tents per site. (1.C.010.03a/1.C.200.11)

10. ATVs can only be ridden into and out of the park. They must be licensed, have insurance, etc. The ATV must be driven by a
licensed driver. Riders under 18 must wear a helmet. (1.C.150) (ATV trail maps are available at kiosk.)

11. Wood: A wood machine by restrooms that will take credit cards or cash for a 1.5 cubic foot box or 1 cubic foot box of kindling
for $10.00.

12. A Motor Vehicle Entrance Fee of $5.00 will be assessed per night for all vehicles, motorbikes, ATVs, etc. that are used in the
park. The first vehicle is paid with the camp site.

13. Please be considerate of other campers by not going through their site and watch for children at play.

14. Please pull in your awnings, close your vent covers, secure tents and all outside items, if you will be gone. Henry’s Lake can
have sudden, high winds.

15. Please keep your site clean and leave it clean when you go including the table. (1.C.200.10a&b/200.05)

16. The use of the docks located next to the boat ramp is limited to the active launching and loading of boats. NO fishing between
the signs on the shore, please. (I.C.450.04)

17. Employees/Volunteers of Henry’s Lake State Park are designees of the park. They can and will enforce these rules, if needed.
(1.C.075.02)

18. Day-Use stickers and camping tags are also good for the day{s) issued in Harriman State Park and Mesa Falls Recreation Area.
