The General Rules and Regulations for Prospect Hill Camping Grounds as printed and distributed
by the Park are to be adhered to as follows:

1 Visitors must register and pay a visitor fee before entering the grounds. Visitors found not registered will be asked

to leave the park immediately and a visiting fee will be charged to the lot you are visiting.

All children under the age of 18 must return to their campsites by 11pm.

Check out time is 1:00pm. Please notify the office when vacating a site or renew site before 1:00pm.

The speed limit is 10km/h Please remember that children are carefree.

For your safety, the riding of scooters, mini-bikes and dirt bikes are prohibited.

Pets are to be kept on a leash at all times. You are responsible for cleaning up all droppings. Pets are NOT allowed

in the playground area, pool area or in any of the campground buildings.

Campers are responsible for the actions and safety of their children and visitors, at all times.

8 GARBAGE must be tied in plastic bags and deposited in the park container. Large items are prohlblted For
recycling, please remove all lids before placing glass jars or bottles in the appropriate bins.

9 Children under 16 years of age must be accompanied by an adult while swimming. Horseplay in and around the pool
will not be tolerated. NO EXCEPTIONS.

10 NO firecrackers, firearms or any other type of explosives are allowed.

11 For your safety and protection of others, any firewood brought into the campground must be free of nails. Due to
noise, the use of chainsaws are prohibited on Holiday weekends.

12 Campfires must be in provided fire-pits only. NO MOVING. Campfires must be kept small and extinguished before
retiring. DO NOT LEAVE UNATTENDED.

13 One picnic table per lot.

14 All fees are payable in advance. We take VISA, MC or CASH.

15 All bicycles must be ridden in a safe and responsible manner in the park. All children under the age of 16 must wear
a helmut when riding their bicycles.

16 NO bicycle riding after 9:00pm or dusk, whichever comes first.

17 For safety sake, side mirrors must be removed from vehicles when not towing.

18 Glass containers are NOT permitted off site including in the pool area or in the Pavilion.

19 NO SMOKING OR ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES are allowed in any of the campground buildings with the exception of
the Prospect Hill Liquor License Requirements.

20 All facilities are within walking distance, please leave your vehicle parked on your lot or in the designated parking area.

21 Loud parties and music as well as immoral conduct, threats, drunkenness & offensive language etc.. WILL NOT BE
TOLERATED. You may be asked to leave the park without refund.

22 Children under the age of 16, may not be left in the campground unsupervised. Children under the of 19 may not be
left overnight unsupervised.

23 Messages will be posted on the Message Board outside the store. We wili attempt to deliver emergency messages.

24 Quiet time is 11:00PM. THIS IS STRICTLY ENFORCED.
