It 1s the camper’s responsibility to register at the camp office. If the camp office is closed, drop your
registration envelope and money in the drop slot and the park staff will return your receipt and any
change due.

Park rules and all State laws are enforced by Park Officers. Should problems arise, please notify
someone at the camp store during business hours (419)237-2593. In case of an emergency call 911.
Check in time for camping is 3pm; Cabin and Yurts 4pm. Check out time is 1pm for camping and
11am for Cabin and Yurts (Please be courteous to other campers).

Campers may register for more than one site. Total fees must be paid in full at the time of registration.
If the person registering is a Golden Buckeye Cardholder, the GBC discount is only given for one site,
regardless of how many sites being rented.

Campers are limited to TWO pets per site. Pets are not permitted in any park building. Pets must be on
a leash at all times (6ft. maximum length). You are required to clean up after your pet in ALL areas of
the park. Leaving your pet unattended is prohibited. Proof of rabies vaccination for pets must be
available if requested.

Please post the camping card on lot marker so that other campers know site is not available.

Two camping units and a dining tent are permitted on each site, with maximum combined floor
space less than 200 square feet.

Juvenile campers must be with their parents, or must provide written permission from parents, which
includes full names and address of the parent or guardian along with a telephone number where they can
be reached at all times.

A maximum of six persons are permitted per campsite; Occupancy is a 14 day limit out of a 30 day
period.

One picnic table and fire ring is provided per lot.

It is unlawful to injure, cut, destroy, remove, mutilate or otherwise deface any building structure, sign,
tree, shrub, vine, rock or property.

Fires are permitted only in fire rings. Please do not move fire rings.

Washing dishes or pets at drinking fountains, lavatories or laundry tubs is prohibited. Dishwater must
be disposed of through sanitary facilities. It must not be discharged on or into the ground.

Quiet hours start at 10:00pm

All refuse must be placed in the provided dumpsters. Please do not leave litter in fire ring or at
campsite upon departure.

All vehicles must display a valid car pass to enter the campground.

For the safety of all campers and visitors, please observe the speed limit of 10 MPH in the campground.
Alcoholic beverages shall not be publicly consumed or displayed.

Riding or permitting others to ride on the tailgate of a vehicle is in violation of Ohio Revised Code
section 4511.51.
